Lego’s & the Writing Process


This exercise is designed to show you that the writing process and the steps involved are not as complicated and difficult as you may think.  By following and learning from these steps using Lego’s, we can find a simple way to learn the steps and the ways they are important!

Step 1: Pick out 10 Lego’s (only ten) and put them together – use all Lego’s.  Write about this process – why did you choose these Lego’s?  Did you have a plan or not?

Step 2: Remove four pieces and set them aside for later.  Again, write about this process – why did you remove these Lego’s?  Was there a reason?

Step 3: Trade the four removed with someone else and their four pieces into your own project.  Once again, write about this process – what was your plan with their Lego’s, or was there one? 

Step 4: Join with another person and put all the pieces together.  You can just stick them together or start a whole new project.  Last time, write about this process.  Tell us what you did together and why you choose to go this way.
Think of these steps as you would when you write a paper – drafting (brainstorming), revision, editing, and re-drafting again, usually with the help of another (or others).
